Spelling and languages: use American spelling! 

· Use American: e.g. generalize, analyze, color, center (NOT British: generalise, analyse, colour)

· Phrases in other language in italic: Centre de recherche, inter alia
Except for very common expressions: e.g., i.e., et al., etc., in vitro, ex vitro, in vivo, …

· ‘Between’ is between two groups; ‘among’ is among three groups or more
· Geographical: sub-Saharan, East Congo, eastern and southwestern Congo, US and UK, East African highland banana
· Capital letters: do NOT use capital letters to introduce an acronym when the words in the acronym do not need capitals: NOT ‘Tissue Culture (TC)’ but ‘tissue culture (TC)’
· Acronyms: spell out in full ONLY at first mentioning in abstract, body text, tables AND figures. 
· For bananas: DO NOT use the word variety but cultivars, use the following format for cultivars: ‘Cultivar” (XXX genome, XXX subgroup) e.g. ‘Pisang Embun’ (syn. ‘Gros Michel’, AAA genome, Gros Michel subgroup).
· Banana needs to be introduced as Musa spp. In abstract and body text at first mentioning.
· A manuscript in Spanish or French is also acceptable, provided it includes a one page extended abstract in English. An abstract in French or Spanish can be added to manuscripts in English.

Maximum length
· Abstract: 300 words

· Invited paper ONLY: 16 pages formatted ABSOLUTE MAXIMUM (INCLUDING all figures, tables)
· Submitted oral paper: 8 pages maximum (INCLUDING all figures, tables) – we allow some leniency here (discretion of Banana2008)
· We are allowed to and will charge for excessively long papers
Paper and paragraph format

· A4 size paper

· Margin settings: top: 1.06"; bottom: 1.38"; left: 1.10"; right: 1.14"
· Paragraph settings for WHOLE paper: spacing before and after: 0; line spacing: single

· Text justified
Spacing and indentations

· Keywords: hanging at 0.24”

· Abstract and paragraphs in text: indent (‘first line’) at 0.5” (except for rank three onwards – no indent)

· Literature Cited: hanging at 0.24”

· Table captions: hanging at 0.5” 

· Figure captions: variable hanging: indent so that the text is aligned:

Organization of the paper (scientific format – look at the example)
Title

Authors 

Affiliations

Keywords

Abstract

INTRODUCTION
This should include a statement of the problem, a brief survey of previous work, and the scope and purpose of the investigation. References to previous work should be included.


MATERIALS AND METHODS

This section should be included in papers describing experiments but may not be required in review papers. Describe concisely the plant materials, the growing technique, methods used, and lay-out of experiments. Include the name of all chemicals and compounds. An indication of the statistical methods used to analyze data should be included.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Either be presented as a single section or divided into separate Results and Discussion sections. If separate, describe experimental results in the Results section (use PAST tense) and reserve interpretations, speculations, and conclusions for the Discussion section. At the end of the paper attempt to answer questions formulated in the introduction and conclude with a summary of results and an assessment of future research or prospects.
ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS
This is reserved for journal paper numbers, source of funding, and name of project, if required. Acknowledgement of help from colleagues or professional associates is appropriate but avoid acknowledgement of routine secretarial help or family members.

Ranks
No blank line between paragraphs within one section.

Rank 1:
Times New Roman, 12 point, boldface, all capital letters, no period after, left align, space (blank line) before Rank 1 heading, not after. No numbering.
Example:

This is the previous paragraph.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

Next paragraph starts with 0.5” indentation of first line.
Rank 2:

Times New Roman, 12 point, boldface, capitalise first letter of important words, no period after, left align, space (blank line) before Rank 2 heading, not after. No numbering.
Example:

This is the previous paragraph.

Results of First Experiment

Next paragraph starts with 0.5” indentation of first line.

Rank 3:

Times New Roman, 12 point, boldface, Numbering: Arabic numerals followed by period and space (1. ), first letter of FIRST word capilatised, ends with a period, paragraph continues on same line, no space (blank line) before or after Rank 3 heading. Paragraphs within rank 3 are not indented nor justified.
Example:

This is the previous paragraph.

1. The first method. Paragraph continues on the same line. There is no indentation.

2. The second method. No justified, no spaces, no indentations.
Rank 4:

Align left, end with a period, and continue on same line. The font is italic, non-boldface, with the beginning of each word in capital letters. Do not separate with blank lines.

This is the previous paragraph.

The first method. Paragraph continues on the same line. There is no indentation.

The second method. No justified, no spaces, no indentations.
Title
Times New Roman, 14 point, boldface, capitalise first letter of important words (except species names: second part not capitalised, italic, do not include authorities)

Example:

Field Evaluation of Non-Pathogenic Fusarium oxysporum Isolates UPM31P1 and UPM39B3 for the Control of Fusarium Wilt in ‘Pisang Berangan’ (Musa, AAA)

Authors

· Under the title, with line space before.
· Name of author(s): initials + last name, initials followed by period (no space between 2 or more initials), without titles (Mr, Mrs, Dr)
· Affiliation and FULL address; the address of the author may be in the language of the country, but spell out the country name in English.
· NO emails, corresponding author, phone numbers, fax numbers etc.
· Different footnotes can be used for different departments

Keywords

· Followed by colon, ends with period, hanging indent at 0.24”, alphabetic order, DO NOT MENTION KEYWORDS THAT ARE IN TITLE
· 5 to 7 keywords

Example:

Keywords: Disease control strategies, East Africa, inflorescence infection, Musa spp., Xanthomonas campestris pv. musacearum, Xanthomonas wilt of banana.

Abstract
· Single paragraph, all boldface, first line indented at 0.5”
· 200 to 300 words

Example:

Abstract

Xanthomonas wilt of banana, caused by Xanthomonas campestris pv. musacearum, is an important constraint to banana production in Uganda. Different strategies to control the disease were investigated in an attempt to identify those methods that could be used by small farmers in East Africa.
Acknowledgements
Abbreviate people as “J.A. Doe” (same format as authors)
Example:

Acknowledgements

This study was financed by the Flemish Association for Development Co-operation and Technical Assistance (VVOB), the Belgian Directorate General for Development Cooperation (DGDC) and the Agricultural Productivity Enhancement Project (APEP), a USAID-funded project.


Citations (PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!)
· List under the heading Literature Cited (a rank 2 heading)

· DO NOT cite unpublished work or work in review. This goes to body text as “pers. commun.”

· MAKE SURE that all citations in body text are in ‘Literature Cited’ and vice versa.

· Be careful NOT to cite secondary literature – cite PRIMARY literature.

· AVOID citing websites as much as possible. Most often, information cited from a website is actually contained in a publication and obtained from a publication. 

· Citations in the text: CHRONOLOGICALLY surrounded by parentheses with the following format: (Peters, 1950; Jones and Smith, 1990; Brown et al., 1999a,b; Joe, 1999, 2000; Anon., 2000)
· Citations to personal communications: include initials and surname, only to be included within the text, not in the Literature Cited section, date is optional: (A.B. Peters, pers. commun.) or (A.B. Peters, pers. commun., 2001)
· Citations in Literature Cited: Rank 2 heading, hanging indent at 0.24”, should ONLY include references used in the paper; should include ALL references cited in paper; should NEVER include unpublished work or work in review. List authors in alphabetical order, letter by letter, and in chronological order for publications of same author(s). No comma before "and" after the penultimate author. Initials follow family name (except when referring to the editors of a book in which a chapter was published, see Daubeny below). Journal name followed by volume:page-page. Add “M.Sc. Thesis.” “Ph.D. Thesis” after title and format like a book chapter. Please pay VERY careful attention (capitals, spaces, etc) to the examples below and format accordingly:

Journal (do not abbreviate single word journals):

Do NOT abbreviate when in doubt. Tables and figures

· Use figures and tables SPARINGLY.

· Do NOT duplicate in body text and figures/tables. 
· Do NOT say: ‘Table x shows XYZ’ but say ‘XYZ (Table x)’. Mention the table or figure at the end of the first sentence describing it, for each paragraph.
· 1 entry is one cell for tables (use several rows, not one row in which data are put underneath eachother).
· There will be a charge to authors for color prints. 
· Included at the end of the article, in that sequence: Tables, Figures: Prefix table section with the word Tables and figure section with the word Figures
· Captions are provided directly ABOVE each table and BELOW each figure with hanging indents
· Always abbreviate “Fig.”

· Align captions with width of Table or Figure, or to full width of page if figure or table occupies more than half of width of page
· Caption has only the first word capitalized (except for proper names) and ends in a period. Caption may be more than a single sentence. 

· Capitalize ONLY first word in tables. Alignment: heading central; table body left; numbers right.

· If table or figure is not original, give source at end of caption, e.g. Source: Jones et al., 2001.

· Solid lines are used in the heading and in the bottom of the table but are to be avoided in the body, but, if necessary, use dotted lines.
· Table captions: hanging at 0.5” 

· Figure captions: variable hanging: indent so that the text is aligned:

· The units of data must be indicated in parentheses in the table headings e.g., Fruit weight (g), Harvest index (%)

· If table footnotes are needed, use superscript Arabic numbers 1, 2, 3, etc. Footnotes go underneath the body of the table. Put each footnote on a separate line.

· Indicate statistical tests and significance by footnotes, preferably superscript 1, 2, 3, etc.
· Figures, graphs and drawings normally should be all in black and white, Color photographs can only be printed after a special agreement with the conveners and ISHS Secretariat and there will be a charge to authors.

· Table font should be Times New Roman 12; Figure font can be different if really necessary

Symbols
· Local or special lingo, quote: in between single brackets: …the province, also locally known as a ‘kadema’, ….. 

· Numbers with more than three digits: 1,000
· Formulas: don’t write out the components of a formula in bullet point style; rather, list them all in one sentence.
· Bullets: use round bullets but AVOID the use of bullets. Either list as text, or use headings. 

· Long lists in the text: The reasons were many: (a) xxxx; (b) xxxxx; and (c) xxxxx.

· Currency: $ 1,000; Birr 3,456; € 45,333 (please note the space!); exchange rate with $ (and date thereof) need to be mentioned in abstract, per table, per figure and in body text, where a local currency is mentioned
· Footnotes are not allowed in the text body

· Significant numbers should be consistent: NOT 23.3% and 45% BUT 23.3% and 45.5%
· /: no spaces before or after: …the transporter/bicyclist ….

· -: no spaces before or after: …45-65%; - is also used to denote missing data in a table

· (: only used for a sub sentence, but as little as possible (use commas instead): …the men fled – he was not aware we had seen him – to the nearest shop… 

· ,: never use a comma before ‘and’ EXCEPT for clarity: ….the cat, dog and horse….BUT …the cat and the horse, the man and the car, and the lady with the umbrella….
· x versus (: use the symbol “(” to indicate a cross, such as “red ( yellow” and for the term “by” in measurements (2 ( 4 cm). Use italic n and x when indicating sporophytic or basic chromosome number (e.g., 2n = 4x = 48)

· <, >, +, etc.: space before and after

Latin and plant names

· Latin names WITHOUT authorities: Musa acuminate, Musa acuminata ssp. burmaniccoides
· Cultivars: Do not use variety but cultivar, do not use abbreviation cv. Before cultivar but place between apostrophes the name, followed by genome group and subgroup between parentheses

· e.g. ‘Pisang Embun’ (syn. ‘Gros Michel’, AAA genome, Gros Michel subgroup)

· East African highland banana

· Author citation should ONLY be used when helpful for historical or taxonomic reasons (pure taxonomic papers, for example), and then it should only be used when the name is first mentioned in the body of the text (do not use author citation in the abstract or title). Author names are to be abbreviated in accordance with the international standard provided by Brummitt, R.K., & Powell, C.E., “Authors of Plant Names”, Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew 1992. An on-line version of this work may be consulted via http://www.rbgkew.org.uk/data/authors.html.
· Common names may be used for well-known plants once the scientific name has been provided (e.g., apple, pear, potato, rose, tomato).
· If indicating hybrid status, the multiplication symbol should be used before the name of the genus or the species epithet as appropriate (e.g., × Cupressocyparis leylandii, Mentha × piperita), or within the formula denoting the hybrid (e.g., Mentha aquatica × M. spicata).

Units

· SI metric system only
· Don’t use “per” but use “/” (NOT 34 t per ha BUT 34 t/ha)
· L for liter, ml for milliliter, t for tonne, mg for milligram, mg/L, h for hours, % for percentage…, t for ton
· Correct unit for temperature: ºC

· Use space before unit EXCEPT for: 34.2%, 32ºC 

· Use space before and after  = , + , - , > , < 
· Statistical significance: P = 0.05

Hyphens
· Use hyphens sparingly

· Use hyphens: with units: 6-week mission, 35-year-old woman; to link compound adjectives: e.g. up-to-date technique, long-term investment, rain-fed rice, virus-free plant, short-term solution, soil-borne disease
· BUT not with compound adjectives following a noun: e.g. the woman is 35 years old, the technique was up to date, the investment is long term, the rice is rain fed, the plant is virus free, the solution is short term, the disease is soil borne

· Use a hyphen if confusion about the meaning is possible: e.g. 'neglected crops coordinator' or 'neglected-crops coordinator'
· Use a hyphen to avoid double vowels or triple consonants: e.g., re-enact, micro-organism (but micropropagation, microsatellite)

· Do not use a hyphen with common prefixes, such as un-, non-, de-, multi-, post-, pre-, inter-, …: e.g.  subtropical, multidisciplinary, postharvest, debudding, deleafing, desuckering, interspecific, intercropping

· … unless capitalization is required (e.g., non-Asian) or if readibility is difficult (e.g. post-thermal)

· Do not use a hyphen in familiar terms, such as overtime, database, genepool, workplan, smallholder, motherplant

· Do not use a hyphen with an adverb - a word modifying a verb - that ends in 'ly': a highly developed country, readily available information, carefully stored accessions
· But: well-developed infrastructure, but the infrastructure is well developed
· Other words: biocontrol, bioprotection, coordinate
